However, | am pleased that as a member of the
Liberec Region’s authorities | had the wonderful opportunity to
experience the symposium’s atmosphere on not only one, but two
occasions - something that no one else has managed so far.

It is also good to know that the Regional Authority of the
Liberec Region continues to help funding and organizing such
large initiatives that have an international attendance. From time
immemorial, the Liberec region has been known for its jewellery
and glass manufacture, afact documented by the dates when the
symposium’s organizing schools were established; most of these
institutions had already been founded in the 19th and early 20th
centuries. And traditions, especially those that make our region
unique, ought to be supported.

During the one-week event, | was able to visit all sixteen art

workshops. It was truly astonishing to observe the enthusiasm
and skills of all the attendants and the ways that works of art
were created from mere designs on paper. However, | don't only
have admiration for the students, but also the head instructors
of the individual workshops, who willingly and with professional
zeal helped these emerging artists to realize their creations while
also preparing superb, worry-free working conditions for them.

In conclusion, | would like to extend my thanks to all those
who contributed most to the preparations and the running of the
symposium - mainly the directors of the six organizing schools,
the North Bohemian Museum in Liberec and employees of the
Regional Authority of the Liberec Region. | hold their work in
great esteem and it is my hope that in three years’ time, in 2019,
they will set about preparing the sixth Symposium of Schools of
Applied Arts with the same vigour as this past one.

Karlova plastika sice
musela byt na zakladé kategorickych vyhrad libereckych pamat-
karG pozdéji odstranéna, nicméné prvni roénik se organizatortim
- k nimz od pocatku patfili spolu s pracovniky resortu Skolstvi,
mladezZe a télovychovy Libereckého kraje rovnéz reditelky a redi-
telé jednotlivych uméleckoprimyslovych Skol a zastupci Severo-
¢eského muzea - vydafil velice Uspésné. A to dokonce natolik,
Ze dalsi pokracovani v roce 2007 mélo az necekané velkorysy
a nadregionalni zabér. Hlavnim partnerem dosavadnich organi-
zatord se stala Vysoka Skola chemicko-technologicka v Praze, za-
Stitu nad sympoziem prevzala kromé rektora této Skoly a hejtmana
Libereckého kraje také tehdejSi ministryné Skolstvi, mladeze
a télovychovy Ceské republiky, pFi vernisaZi vystavy vyslednych
praci ocenil vyznam sympozia ve svém vystoupeni predseda parla-
mentu Ceské republiky a nejlepsi prace vyhlasil élen mezinarodni
poroty, ktery pro tuto pfileZitost priletél do Liberce z Austrélie.

Navzdory upfimné snaze se v celé té velkorysosti pivodni
myslenka sympozia ponékud vytratila, a proto pfiprava tretiho
ro¢niku probihala v duchu navratu k prvotni koncepci. BohuZel
v situaci, kdy slozité, neblahé a medialné hojné sledované ten-
dence k tzv. optimalizaci uméleckych skol Libereckého kraje vy-
volaly v nékterych pfipadech mimoradné vyhrocené tenze mezi
zastupci LK a jednotlivymi Skolami a mezi nékterymi fediteli Skol
navzdjem. Doznivanim tohoto napéti byla poznamendana jesté
atmosféra pfiprav 4. ro¢niku, ale vlastni priibéh sympozii vletech
2010 a2013 to na jednotlivych Skolach ani vjednom pripadé nijak
neovlivnilo. Dokonce by se dalo Fici, Ze pravé myslenka sympo-
zia a konkrétni p¥ipravy obou zmifiovanych roénikli vyznamnym
zplisobem prispély nejenom k postupnému zklidnéni vzajemnych
vztahd, ale téZ k jednoznaénému potvrzeni skutec¢nosti, Ze kazda
ze zGcastnénych skol ma svilj specificky a nezastupitelny vyznam
pro budouci rozvoj femesel a konkrétnich uméleckych obor.

A totéz vymluvné prokazal rovnéz pravé skonéeny 5. rocnik.
V jeho pribéhu ocerovali zahrani¢ni Ucastnici sympozia a jejich
pedagogové vysokou Uroven a vybaveni dilen na jednotlivych
Skolach a nesetfili chvalou na organizacni zajisténi celé akce.
Stejné tak ,.severocesti“ studenti, ktefi v ramci sympozia ptsobili
na jinych Skolach, nez na kterych kmenové studuji, povaZovali
tuto zkuSenost za velice cennou a inspirativni. A s nemensi
chuti pracovali rovnéz ti Gcéastnici, ktefi si atmosféru sympozia
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odzkouseli v domovskych skolnich ateliérech. Popravdé feceno,
tvaréi elan ani pfi patém roéniku rozhodné nikomu nechybél,

ikdyz tentokrate to zpohledu spoleé¢ného tématu bylo mozna tézsi
nez dfive. Kazdé z predchazejicich sympozii mélo pro tGéastniky
ve vSech oborech jednotné téma /v roce 2004 Stopy, 2007
Doteky, 2010 Ctyfi Zivly, 2013 Kontrasty/, ale to leto$ni, nazvané
Horizonty, bylo na tviir¢iinterpretaci rozhodné nejkomplikovanéjsi.
Staci prolistovat par lexikond a encyklopedii, abychom zjistili,
Ze prislusné heslo ma radu rozlicnych vyznami v odborné
terminologii archeologie, astronomie, divadelnictvi, geografie,
geologie, geometrie, hornictvi, pedologie a dokonce i kvantové
teorie. Stary dobry Ottiv slovnik nauény zkonce 19. stoleti dodnes
leka slozitym matematickym vzorcem se zlomky a odmocninami
na vypocet horizontu a navic i ponékud sklicujicim terminem
»depresse horizontu®. Zachranu nabizi Slovnik spisovného jazyka
ceského, ktery uvadi priklad moZného pouziti tohoto slova
v pfeneseném vyznamu a v obrazné formulaci: ,,otevfit basnikové
¢innosti nové horizonty“. Ato byla rozhodujici interpretace, ktera
motivovala organizatory a nasla plné pochopeni u Gcastniki
sympozia ve vSech Sestnacti letoSnich dilnach. Nazvy vyslednych
praci sice maji v fadé p¥ipadi k basnickému vyrazu hodné daleko,
ale dila sama o sobé napovidaji mnohé o bohaté a svobodné
fantazii svych mladych tvircd. Proto také méla odborna
porota pfi vybéru nejlepSich praci opravdu nesnadnou situaci.



To samé vSak potkalo rovnéZz zastupce patronl jednotlivych
dilen, ktefi udélovali své vlastni - a Casto velice atraktivni -
ceny. Je potésitelné, Ze sympozium pfrispiva k zvySenému zajmu
regionalnich i mimoregionalnich podnikt nejen o celkové vysledky,
ale rovnéz o jednotlivé uméleckopriimyslové skoly Libereckého
kraje a ojejich specializované dilny.

Nejvétsi pFinos /byt nejméné postizitelny/ kazdého sympozia
je predevsim v motivaci G¢astnikl pro realizaci vlastnich pfedstav
v uréitém oboru a v konkrétnim materialu. Letos tuto Sanci
vyuZilo 78 mladych umélcd z Ceské republiky, Némecka, Polska
aze Slovenska. Nepochybné mezi nimi byla fada vyraznych talentd,
o jejichz praci v budoucnu jesté hodné uslySime. ZkuSenost
z minulych sympozii to vymluvné potvrzuje. Jmen, ktera by bylo
mozné v této souvislosti uvést, je dlouhd Fada. Za jiné alespon
jeden pfiklad: Pavlina Cambalova se pFednostné zabyva rytim skla
a v soucasné dobé patfi v tomto oboru k nejzndmé&jsim ceskym
umélkynim v celém svété. Pedagogicky plisobila na vyhlaSenych
sklafskych Skolach v zahranigi, v Ceské republice vede prestizni
sklafskou Skolu Jitiho Harcuby. Pfitom plvodné studovala
na turnovské stfedni Skole obor brouseni a ryti drahych kamenu.
PFi prvnim sympoziu uméleckopriimyslovych $kol LK v roce 2004
si poprvé vZivoté vyzkousela v Kamenickém Senové ryti skla atato
zkuSenost zasadné ovlivnila jeji dalsi umélecky zajem. V roce
2007 vyuzila pfilezZitost k i€asti na dalS§im sympoziu a sama dnes
pfiznava: ,,S pfihlaskou jsem vilbec nevahala, tentokrat mé lakala
predevsim ta vyzva zrealizovat svlij navrh bez vedeni uditele, mimo
Skolni vyuku. Bylo pro mé opravdu dilezité zakusit zkuSenost
svobodného tvoreni, kterého jsem se od té doby nikdy nevzdala.”

The Symposium of Secondary Schools of Applied Arts is the
fifth to be held (every three years since 2004) under the ad-
ministration of the Liberec Region. In a sense, 2016’s sympo-
sium marks a commemorative milestone and therefore de-
serves a little reminiscence. The original idea set forth by Eva
Bartonova, the former Deputy Governor of the Liberec Region
in charge of the Education, Youth and Physical Education De-
partment, initially met with extraordinary understanding on
the side of all the parties involved. On the eve of the opening
of the first symposium in 2004, the monumental glass sculp-
ture “A Pyramid for the Liberec Region” created by Professor
Marian Karel, was festively unveiled expressly for this occa-
sion, in front of the building of the North Bohemian Museum in
Liberec. This initiative, intended to strengthen the importance
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and further development of specialized vocational education
in the north of Bohemia, was welcomed in the speeches pre-
sented by the Governor of the Liberec Region, the Mayor of the
City of Liberec, the initiator of the symposium Ms. Bartonova,
and other prominent guests, all of whom enthusiastically en-
dorsed this type of undertaking. Although Karel’s sculpture
had to be eventually removed due to the categorical objec-
tions voiced by Liberec’s preservationists, the first sympo-
sium was a major success. From the very beginning, and apart
from the officials of the Liberec Region’s Education, Youth and
Physical Education Department, the event has been co-or-
ganized by the directors of the individual schools of applied
arts and representatives of the North Bohemian Museum. In
fact, the founding event met with such success that the fol-
lowing symposium, which took place in 2007, was of a surpris-
ingly extensive and supra-regional scope. The main partner of
the aforesaid organizers was now the University of Chemistry
and Technology in Prague and the symposium was held under
the auspices of that school’s rector, and the Governor of the
Liberec Region, as well as the Minister of Education Youth and
Sports of the Czech Republic herself. During the opening of
the exhibition that featured the resulting artworks, the sym-
posium’s importance was highlighted in the presentation of
the Chairman of the Parliament of the Czech Republic, and
the finest works were announced in Liberec by a member of
the international jury, who flew in from Australia especially for
this occasion. Despite sincere efforts, the original, generous-
ly-conceived idea of the symposium somewhat lost momen-
tum, which is why the preparations of the third symposium
focused on returning to the original concept. Regrettably, this
occurred in asituation when the complicated, unfortunate and
highly medialized trends to ‘optimize’ the art schools of the
Liberec Region elicited heightened tension between the of-
ficials of the Liberec Region and the individual schools, and
among some of the schools’ directors themselves. This tension
could still be felt during the preparations for the fourth sym-
posium, but the symposia held in 2010 and 2013 were in no
way affected by this atmosphere in any of the schools. The very
idea of the symposium and the actual preparations for those
two symposia significantly contributed to a gradual relaxation
of the mutual relationships, while also definitely confirming
the fact that each of the participating schools occupied a dis-
tinctive and irreplaceable place in the future advancement of
the applied arts and the specific art disciplines.

This was eloquently documented in the fifth symposium
held in 2016. In its course, foreign participants and their in-
structors expressed their appreciation of the individual schools’
high-standard and finely-equipped workshops and were unstint-
ing in their praise of the way the whole event had been organized.
Similarly, the ‘North Bohemian’ students, who - within the con-
text of the symposium - created glass objects at other schools
than their own alma maters, regarded this experience as inval-
uable and inspiring. Those participants who tested the sympo-
sium’s atmosphere in their own schools’ studios worked with no
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less enthusiasm. Frankly, no one attending the fifth symposium
lacked creative élan, even though this was perhaps more diffi-
cult than before with regard to the symposium’s common theme.
Each of the previous symposia had had an established theme for
the participants in all the disciplines (Traces in 2004, Touches
in 2007, The Four Elements in 2010 and Contrasts in 2013).
However, last year’s theme, called Horizons, was decidedly the
most challenging in terms of creative interpretation. All one
has to do is browse through a few lexicons and encyclopaedias
to discover that the word in question has many different mean-
ings in the specialized terminology of archaeology, astronomy,
theatre, geography, geology, geometry, mining, soil science and
even quantum theory. The good old Otttv slovnik nauény (Otto’s
Encyclopaedia) from the late 19th century still elicits awe with its
complex math formula involving fractions and roots to calculate
the horizon and even with its somewhat disheartening term “the
depression of the horizon”. One is rescued by the Dictionary of
the Standard Czech Language, which provides the possible use
of this term in its figurative sense and imaginative formula: “to
open new horizons to the poet’s endeavours”. This was the de-
termining interpretation of the word that motivated the symposi-
um’s organizers, and which met with the full understanding of its
participants in all of this symposium’s sixteen workshops. Many
of the creations’ titles are hardly poetic, but the works alone con-
vey a great deal about the rich and free-spirited imagination of
their young creators. This is why the specialized jury was faced
with a truly difficult decision regarding the selection of the most
outstanding works. The same was true of those representing the
patrons of the individual workshops, who conferred their own -
and often greatly appealing - prizes. It is most gratifying that the
symposia have contributed to the increasing interest of regional
and non-regional companies, not only in the glass created at
those events, but also in the Liberec Region’s individual schools
of applied arts and their specialized workshops.

The foremost contribution of each symposium (although the least
tangible) lies in the participants’ motivation to realize their own
ideas in a particular field and material. In 2016, the event was
attended by seventy-eight young artists from the Czech Republic,
Germany, Poland and Slovakia. Many of them have great talent
and their work will no doubt be heard of in the future, afact that
is effectively corroborated by the experience from the earlier
symposia. In this respect, there is along list of names that deserve
mention. One example for all: Pavlina Cambalova specializes
in glass engraving and is currently one of the best-known Czech
artists in this field throughout the world. She has taught at
prominent glass schools abroad and, in the Czech Republic, heads
the prestigious School of Jifi Harcuba. Yet, initially, she studied
gem-cutting and carving at the Secondary School of Applied Arts
in Turnov. During the first symposium of the schools of applied arts
inthe Liberec Region, held in 2004, she had atry at glass engraving
andthisfirst-time experience greatly influenced her creative career
thereafter. In 2007, she took the opportunity to participate in the
second symposium and, as she observes today: “Idid not hesitate
at all to file my application form; this time | was particularly
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interested in the challenge of realizing my design without an
instructor’s supervision and outside the school curriculum.
It was most important for me to experience creative freedom,
an approach | have never since given up.” (Interestingly, thanks
to this experience, Cambalova created an artwork at the 2007
symposium, for which she was not only granted the Prize of the
Jury, but also an award from the MOSER, a.s. glassworks.)

We are hopeful that the participants in the most recent sym-
posium will remember their experience of free creativity with
pleasure - and for many years to come.

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Vyssi odborna skola sklarska a Stredni Skola Novy Bor
The Higher Professional Glass School and Secondary School in Novy Bor

V roce 1763 pouze Sest let po povySeni Haidy (dnesni Novy Bor)
na mésto avzhledem k rychlému rlistu obchodu zde zfidil videfisky
dvir piaristickou 8kolu, kterd vychovavala déti sklafskych
femeslnikd. Skola byla vidy ldzce spjata s vyvojem sklafstvi
vregionu. Plisobilo zde mnoho vyjimeénych odbornikd a pedagogt,
za vSechny jmenujme alespon Stanislava Libenského. Soucasna
podoba sklafskych obor( Skoly je zcela ojedinélym celkem,
nebot v aredlu v Revoluéni ulici jsou soustfedény vechny stupné
sklarského vzdélavani: trileté ucnovské remeslné obory, Ctyrleté
maturitni obory a pomaturitni studium VOS sklaFské. V ramci
dopliikové ¢innosti Skola organizuje pro zajemce také kurzy vyroby
azuslechtovani skla. Leto$ni sympozium zastihlo $kolu ve znameni
pFiprav na oslavy 20. vyroci zalozeni Vy38i odborné Skoly sklarské
pri této Skole, kdy se stéZejni akci stala vystava oboru Tvorba
uméleckého skla v Praze na Staroméstském namésti.

In 1763, only six years after Haida (today’s Novy Bor) had been
raised to the status of a town, and owing to its rapid growth in
trade, the imperial court in Vienna established a Piarist school
there that provided education to children of the local glass arti-
sans. From its inception, the school was closely linked to the de-
velopment of glassmaking in the region. Throughout its existence,
many accomplished specialists and educators taught at the glass
school, one name for all: Stanislav Libensky. The school’s current
glass-related study programme constitutes a unique whole: the
complex of buildings on Revoluéni Street concentrates all lev-
els of education: a three-year apprenticeship study programme,
a four-year secondary school diploma programme and higher vo-
cational studies. The school also offers a complementary course
in glass manufacture and refinement. Last year’s symposium co-
incided with the school’s preparations to commemorate the 20th
anniversary of the establishment of the Higher Professional Glass
School attached to this institution. The exhibition of works made
by students enrolled in its Creation of Art Glass department, held
on Prague’s Old Town Square, marked the most important event
of the celebrations.

Sklarska hut’ | Glassworks

Skolni hut v Revoluéni ulici byla srdcem sympozia po celou
dobu jeho konani. Zde vznikaly nejen vSechny potfebné tvary
pro ostatni sklarské dilny, ale hlavné tu realizovali sva dila Zaci
a studenti sklarskych Skol Libereckého kraje a také studenti z né-
meckého Zwieselu a slovenského Lednického Rovného. Mimo-
fadny byl také zajem patron( o tvorbu na huti. Ruéni vyroba skla
je tradi¢nim femeslem typickym pro oblast Novoborska a je jen
radostné, Ze v soucasné dobé znovu stoupa poptavka po zdat-
nych foukadich skla ze strany majiteld sklarskych firem. ze stu-
dentd novoborské Skoly byla ocenéna spoleénosti Ajeto spol. sr.o.
Czech Glass Craft Dominika Zajackova za svij objekt ,,Zrcadleni®.
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The school’s own glassworks located on Novy Bor’s Revoluéni
Street was the heart of the symposium throughout its course.
All the glass forms to be used in the other glassmaking workshops
were produced here. Above all, this was where the students of
Liberec Region’s glass schools as well as those from Zwiesel
in Germany and Lednické Rovne in Slovakia, realized their de-
signs. The patrons of the symposium’sindividual workshops were
greatly interested in the work at the furnace. Hand-made glass is
atraditional craft typical of the Novy Bor area and it is truly grati-
fying that glass company owners are once again seeking the skills
of talented glassblowers. Dominika Zajackova, a student of the
school in Novy Bor, was awarded a prize by Ajeto spol. sr.o. Czech
Glass for her glass object called Zrcadleni (Mirror Reflection).

Malba skla | Glass painting

Novoborska je malba skla. Celkem &tyfi Zaci a studenti ¢eskych
i zahraniénich kol vyuZivali kolni malirnu, ktera je urcena riz-
nym stupidm sklafského vzdélavani v malbé skla: uériovskému,
maturitnimu a oboru vyssi odborné Skoly Tvorba uméleckého skla.
Velmi cenné jsou pro mladé tvirce tohoto oboru moznosti stazi
ve firmach nebo uvyznamnych vytvarnikd. Patronem této dilny se
stala spole¢nost Egermann s.r.o., kterd ocenila vSechny studenty
pravé odbornou stazi ve svém designérském studiu.

Glass painting is one of the most distinctive glass-refining
techniques in the Novy Bor region. During the symposium,
four students from Czech and foreign schools made use of the
school’s glass-painting studio. The studio caters to all levels of
glass education in the field of glass painting: apprenticeship, di-
ploma and vocational (Creation of Art Glass department) schools.
The young students specializing in this field have the invaluable
opportunity to receive training in glass companies or with promi-
nent artists. The Egermann s.r.o. company was the patron of this
studio and, at the close of the symposium, awarded all the stu-
dents who attended the glass-painting workshop with a practical
training course in the company’s glass designing studio.

Zpracovani plochého skla sice neni samostatnym studijnim obo-
rem novoborské sklarské Skoly, avSak témér vsichni studenti roz-
liénych zaméreni se s nim v pribéhu realizaci svych praci setkaji.
Dilny na zpracovani plochého skla jsou vybaveny fusingovymi
pecemi na spékani skla, stoly na Fezani skla a na skladani kla-
sickych vitrazi do olova. Vtomto prostoru se také Zaci seznamuji
s Tiffany technikou. Hned dvé ocenéni od patront dilny ziskal
student znémeckého Zwieselu Nikolaus Klaus (Staatliche Berufs-
bildungszentrum fiir Glas Glasfachschule) - od firmy Presiosa
Lighting, s.r.o. ziskal darek z kfistalu a spole¢nost ASTERA s.r.o.
mu nabidla spolupréci p¥i navrhu darkd pro finalisty mezinarodni
soutéze Miss and Mister Deaf World 2017.

Although the processing of plate glass is not an independent field
of study at the Novy Bor school, almost all of the students en-
rolled in the school’s various study programmes meet with this
field in the course of executing their glass creations. The work-
shops for the processing of plate glass are equipped with glass
fusing furnaces, glass-cutting workbenches and tables for the
traditional stained-glass technique of setting coloured glass into
lead frames. In this studio, students are also acquainted with
the Tiffany method. The studio’s patrons awarded two prizes to
Nicolaus Klaus, a student from Zwiesel, Germany (Staatli-
che Berufsbildungszentrum fiir Glas Glasfachschule): Preciosa
Lighting s.r.o. presented him with a crystal object and ASTERA
s.r.0. invited him to collaborate in designing gifts for the finalists
of the Miss and Mister Deaf World 2017 international competition.

Design interiéru | Interior design

Teprve v roce 2011 byl pFi novoborské sklarské Skole zaloZzen obor
Design interiéru, ve kterém se Zaci mohou naucit zakonitosti
navrhovani interiérG jakoZto celku, ale zdroveri také navrhuji
asami tvofi modely a prototypy jednotlivych interiérovych solitéri
a doplikd. Obor byl do nabidky workshopid sympozia zafazen
poprvé a snad proto byl obsazen pouze dvéma ucastnicemi.
Patronem dilny se stala spole¢nost LASVIT, s.r.o., kterd obéma
Gcéastnicim nabidla tydenni staz.

The glass school in Novy Bor opened its Interior Design depart-
ment only recently - in 2011. In this field of study, students are ac-
quainted with designing interiors in their totality, and learn how
to design and produce models and prototypes of individual inte-
rior artefacts and accessories. This discipline was introduced into
the offer of the symposium’s workshops for the first time, which is
perhaps why only two participants attended it. LASVIT, s.r.0. was
the patron of the studio and offered the two students a one-week
residential programme on the company’s facilities.

The High School for Glassmaking in Zelezny Brod

Zeleznobrodska stfedni uméleckoprimyslova 3kola sklafska byla
zaloZena vroce 1920 jako prvni ryze ¢eska sklarska Skola. Za dobu
své existence vychovala a pro dalsi vytvarnou profesi pfipravila
fadu vynikajicich osobnosti, reprezentujici nejenom ceské sklo,
ale také dalsi kulturni a spolec¢enské profese. Poslanim Skoly je
vychova femeslné i umélecky zdatnych odbornikd, jiZ jsou schopni
kreativnim zpilsobem hledat nové mozZnosti zpracovani skla
korespondujici s vyvojem sougasnych technologii. Skola dosahuje
vyznamnych uspéchl prostfednictvim praci Zakl a vystav, které
pravideln& pofada v Ceské republice a v zahranigi.

Founded in 1920, the school was the first genuinely Czech glass
school in the country. Throughout its existence, the school trained
a large number of students in preparation for their future ca-
reers, who became prominent glass artists or specialists in other
glass-related professions. The school’s objective is to train skilled
craftsmen and artists, capable of creatively pursuing new possi-
bilities in glass-processing that will keep abreast of today’s rapid
technical progress. The school has gained recognition for its stu-
dents’ glass creations and the exhibitions it regularly holds both
in the Czech Republic and abroad.

Sklarska hut’ | Glassworks

Patronem této dilny byl majitel sklarské firmy pan Vaclav
Jaros§. Skolni sklaFska hut nabidla G¢astnikiim své technologické
zazemi, které koncepcné vyhovuje nejenom Skolni vyuce, ale také
poradani sklafskych workshopi a sympozii. Skolni sklafska hut
poskytuje optimalni prostfedi pro ateliérovou tvorbu. Diky tomu
lze kreativité a odvazné experimentovat a objevovat nova vytvarna
atechnologicka feSeni uméleckého vyuziti skla. Ve Skolni sklarské
huti je mozné realizovat béZné techniky zpracovani skla za horka,
priéemz se zohlednuje zejména tzv. tvarovani skla z volné ruky,
které je pro region Zeleznobrodska charakteristické.

Ve spolupraci se sklarskymi mistry tvofila v této dilné své
autorské objekty trojice ti¢astnikd. Domovskou $kolu reprezento-
vali Adriana Pokorna a Jakub Vedral, které doplnil Jachym Karel
Sengr ze SUPS aVOS Turnov. Cenu patrona dilny obdrzela Adriana
Pokorna (4. roénik) za instalaci velkych bloku z litého skla nazva-
nych ,,Freeze®.

Vaclav Jaro§, a glass company owner, was the patron of this work-
shop. The school’s glassworks offered the symposium’s participants
facilities which, conceptually, not only meet the school’s teaching
programme, but are also suitable for the holding of glass work-
shops and symposia. The glassworks provides an ideal space for
artistic glass creation. This enables its attendants to creatively and
daringly experiment and to seek new artistic and technical solu-
tions for the creation of studio glass. The facilities also cater to
conventional methods of working glass at the fire, especially free-
blown glass, atechnique characteristic of the Zelezny Brod region.
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In collaboration with master glassmakers, three participants

attended this studio, where they focused on making glass ob-
jects after their own designs. The school in Zelezny Brod was
represented by its students Adriana Pokornd and Jakub Vedral,
who were accompanied by Jachym Karel Sengr, a student from
the Secondary School of Applied Arts and the Higher Vocational
School in Turnov. Adriana Pokorna (4th-year student) won a prize
from the studio’s patron for her installation consisting of large
blocs of poured glass, called Freeze.

tavené plastiky. Kvalitu dila ocenil také akademicky malif Bretislav
Novak finanéni odménou.



The Zelezny Brod school’s glass-cutting workshop boasts highly
professional technical equipment, facilitating the finest tech-
niques used to adorn the surfaces of mould-melted glass ob-
jects. The workshop has eleven state-of-the-art grinding ma-
chines, five polishing machines, a diamond-point saw and an
air-operated, engraving machine with many different types of
wheels.

Atotal of five attendants worked on their mould-melted objects
under specialized guidance: Tereza Vlasdkova and St&panka
Svobodova from the Turnov school, Dmitri Tsybenko from the
school in Kamenicky Senov, and St&panka Novakova and Vojtéch
Hepnar from the hosting school. Dmitri Tsybenko won the Prize
of the Patron of the Workshop for his work called ‘Homeland’,
and the Lhotsky company granted him a one-week training pro-
gramme in its glass sculpture studio. The artist Bretislav Novak
appreciated the quality of the sculpture with a financial award
to its creator.

Produktovy design | Product design

Patronem dilny byla firma STEINEL Technik s.r.o. Historicky
podruhé se do projektu sympozia zapojil obor Produktového
designu, ve kterém vznikaly grafické plakaty, vizualizace a na-
sledné také modely vytvorené prostrednictvim 3D tiskarny.

The Product Design studio and workshop offer pro-
fessional computer equipment with the latest software and the
most modern 3D printing machines. During the symposium, the
students created designs using the Rhinoceros, V-Ray and Adobe
Illustrator programmes. The outcome of this work is a printed
3D model made of ABS plastic and a poster showing avisualization
of their design.

STEINEL Technik, the studio’s patron, presented fine gifts
to Lenka Fiklova of the Novy Bor school and Eva Cerna from the
school in Jablonec nad Nisou for their artworks.

The Secondary School of Glassmaking in Kamenicky Senov

In 2016, the Secondary School of Glassmaking in Kamenicky
Senov commemorated the 160th anniversary of its establishment.
In 1856, a drawing and painting school opened in Steinschdnau
(now Kamenicky Senov). The school was founded by Johan
Dvoracek, an alumnus of the Prague art academy, who became its
first director. The opening of the school was initiated by owners
of glassmaking and chandelier-manufacturing companies. Today,
the school enjoys a superb partnership with glass companies and
lighting manufacturers from near and far - the school’s objective
from its very inception. The most prestigious glass producers in-
clude Preciosa Lighting Kamenicky Senov, Moser Karlovy Vary,
Crystalex Novy Bor, Ajeto Lindava, and a number of smaller glass
manufacturers and glass-finishing studios. The school provides
a professional education to future employees of these companies
and sees to it that its curriculum includes traditional glassmak-
ing skills in the fields of cut, painted and engraved glass, as well
as the production of lighting fixtures, together with a knowledge
of the latest technologies and computer methods that also have
astrong influence on the glass industry. Many of the school’sgrad-
uates enrol into art colleges, just like in the past when this insti-
tution stood at the inception of the future fame of such legends
of Czech and world art glass as René Roubicek, Jifi Suhdjek, Ivo
Rozsypal and many others. From 2005, the Secondary School of
Glassmaking in Kamenicky Senov is a member of the ASPNET net-
work of schools under UNESCO’s patronage.

Zaci vytvareli
svitidlo od svého navrhu pres konstrukci, ¢imz si prosli celym
procesem vyroby. Umoznéno jim tak bylo poznat vyrobu nejen
samotnych sklenénych komponentd, ale vSech ostatnich ¢asti
svitidla, véetné vyuZiti nové technologie LED svételnych zdroju.
Patronem dilny se stala mistni firma Preciosa - Lustry, ktera
ocenila dilo ,,Nové horizonty“ Vikteriye Bairamyan.

In this workshop, participants engaged in constructing lighting
fixtures, space lighting, luminous sculptures and lighting ob-
jects with the use of metal, glass and other materials. The ac-
tual construction of lighting fixtures is an intriguing and complex
operation, during which the students tried their hand at such
metal-processing techniques as welding, chasing and hammer-
ing. They had the opportunity to process a variety of materials,
make glass parts for the lighting fixtures using such glassmaking
methods as slumping, fusing and mould-melting, or could employ
blown-glass components in their creations. The students made
lighting fixtures, beginning with their own designs all the way to
the construction of the objects, thereby experiencing the entire
manufacturing process. This gave them an idea of not only how
individual glass components were produced, but also how all the
other parts of the lighting fixtures were made, including the use
of the new LED lighting technology. The local company Preciosa -
Lustry was the workshop’s patron; the company awarded a prize
to the work of Viktoriy Bairamayan, called New Horizons.



Brouseni skla a ryti skla |
Glass cutting and engraving

Zakladem prace v této dilné jsou zkuSenosti ziskané pfFi kre-
sebné pripravé a modelovani. PFi brouSeni je mozné kombi-
novat rdizné postupy prace na tradi¢nich, ale také na diaman-
tovych nastrojich. Vychozi surovinou je bud' blok skla, nebo
vybrané duté tvary. Technologie pouzivané pfi brouseni skla
lze vyuzit i v ramci dilny ryti skla. Rytecka dilna je vSak spe-
cifickd tim, Ze se navrhy provadéji rytim na médénych, ka-
mennych a diamantovych kotouécich pomoci ryteckych stroju
¢i ruéni hiidele. Ryti skla je ale na rozdil od brouseni skla vice
zaméfeno na detail a realistické zobrazeni. Svou fantazii zaci
mohou uplatnit p¥i navrhovani rytych pfedmétd a vitrazi. V po-
sledni dobé dochazi v celém svété k vyraznému zvyseni zajmu
o brous$eni a ryti skla; naSe zemé tak ma velikou vyhodu, nebot
obé tyto techniky vzdy mély silnou pozici na odbornych Skolach
a ve sklarské produkci. Patronem dilny se stala firma Moser
Karlovy Vary, ktera poskytla polotovary z firemni suroviny se
specifickou moserovskou barevnosti a kvalitou.

Work in this studio is based on experience acquired during the
preparation of drawings and modelling. Various glass-cutting
methods can be combined when using traditional equipment
and diamond-point engraving machines. Glass blocs or par-
ticular types of hollow glass are used for this decorative work.
Glass-cutting techniques can also be used in the glass-engrav-
ing workshop. However, this studio is specific in that the designs
are executed with copper-, stone- or diamond-point wheels, us-
ing engraving machines or hand-operated shafts. Contrary to cut
glass, glass engraving is more focused on detail and realistic de-
piction. Students can employ their imagination when designing
engraved glass objects and stained-glass panels. In the recent
years, cut and engraved glass has experienced a growing popular-
ity throughout the world. The Czech Republic has a great advan-
tage because, historically, both these methods have had a strong
tradition in the country’s specialized glassmaking schools and its
glass industry. Moser Karlovy Vary was the patron of this studio.
The company had supplied the semi-finished items made of its
own glass that is characterized by a distinctive colour palette and
superb quality.

Jablonec nad Nisou

The High School of Applied Arts and College of Art in Jablonec nad Nisou

Stfedni uméleckopriimyslovd Skola a Vy$8i odbornd $kola
v Jablonci nad Nisou byla zaloZena roku 1880 v reakci na potieby
rozvijejiciho se bizuterniho primyslu. Pdvodné Femeslna skola
zamérend na vyuku kresleni, modelovani a cizelovani rozsitila
postupné nabidku svych oborii o pasife, rytce, dekoratéry
a vyrobce bronzového zbozi. V roce 1995 byla zaloZzena Vyssi
odborna Skola, ktera nabizi obor Razena medaile amince avychazi
tak vstfic pozadavkim rozvijejiciho se medailérského primyslu.
V soucasnosti Skola nabizi studium ve dvou oborech - Graficky
design a Tvorbu a vzorovani bizuterie. V oboru Tvorba a vzorovani
bizuterie studuji Zaci ve tfech zamérenich: Grafické a plastické ryti
kovti, Kov a Sperk a Design biZuterie a médniho doplitku. Stfedni
uméleckopriimyslova $kola a Vy$si odborna skola v Jablonci
nad Nisou vychovala celou fadu vyznamnych osobnosti ¢eské
umélecké scény aje vyznamnou instituci podilejici se na kulturnim
déni Libereckého kraje.

The High School of Applied Arts and College of Art in Jablonec nad
Nisou was established in 1880, in response to the requirements
of the growing glass-jewellery industry. Originally an industrial
school that taught drawing, modelling and metal-chasing, the
institution gradually expanded its curriculum, adding to it new
courses for metalworkers, engravers, decorators and producers
of bronzeware. In 1995, the College of Art was founded, which
offers the Minted Medals and Coins specialization, thus meeting
the needs of the flourishing medal-making industry. Currently, the
High School provides two subjects of study: Graphic Design and
Jewellery Making and Design. The second programme offers its
students three specializations: Flat and Relief Engraving of Met-
als, Metals and Jewellery, and the Design of Glass Jewellery and
Fashion Accessories. The school has trained many noted Czech
artists and is a prominent institution that is actively involved
in the Liberec Region’s cultural activities.

Navlek — odévni doplnék |
Strung beads — Clothing accessory

Tato prastard technika, jez lidstvo napfi¢ kulturami a staletimi
pouziva k vyrobé bizuterie Ci Sperku, je v rdmci sympozia pojata
jako souldst odévniho doplfiku. Ugastnici ve svych dilech
vyuzili techniky a materidly charakteristické pro obor, ktery
na svych Skolach studuji. Ve své tvorbé mohli také uplatnit
fadu dalSich povrchovych dprav, umoznéna jim byla i vyroba
vlastnich sklenénych perli u kahanu a k dispozici byla rovnéz
brusirna. Sou¢asné barevné médni trendy zohlednila ve své praci
velmi Gspésné napfiklad Hana Prechtlova. Patronem dilny byla
spolecnost Preciosa Ornela, a. s., kterd ocenila dilo ,Vnimani“
Hany Prechtlové, darkové balicky obdrzeli i ostatni frekventanti
dilny - Darja DoCekalova, Karla Maskova (SUPS a VOS Jablonec
nad Nisou), Katharina Briksi a Isabella Becker (Staatliche
Berufsfachschule fiir Glas und Schmuck Neugablonz).
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Bead stringing is an age-old technique that mankind in every cul-

ture and century has used to produce costume jewellery and jew-
ellery. Strung beads were regarded as aform of clothing accessory
in the context of last year’s symposium. In their works, the attend-
ants of this studio made use of the techniques and materials char-
acteristic of the courses they study at their respective schools.
In their creations, they also had the opportunity to try out var-
ious surface treatments, make their own flame-worked glass
beads and use the glass-cutting workshop. For example, Hana
Prechtlova successfully reflected the currently fashionable colour
trends in her work. Preciosa Ornela, a.s. was the studio’s patron.
The company awarded a prize to Prechtlovd’s work Vnimdni
(Perception) in the form of a gift package, and such gifts were also
presented to the studio’s other attendants: Darja Docekalova,
Karla Maskova (a student of the school in Jablonec nad Nisou),
and Katharina Briksi and Isabella Becker (Staatliche Berufsfach-
schule fiir Glas und Schmuck Neugablonz, Germany).

Ryti kovii s naslednym tiskem |
Metal engraving with subsequent printing

Ateliér ryti kovi ve Stfedni uméleckoprimyslové skole a Vyssi
odborné Skole v Jablonci nad Nisou ma jiz bohaté zkuSenosti
a své osvédcené techniky a postupy, které byly uplatnény
i v ramci predchozich roénikG sympozia. Rytina byla tvofena
prevazné negativnim fezanim do duralovych matric netypické
velikosti (o priméru 200 mm) za pouziti uhlovych brusek
s feznymi a brusnymi kotouci. V dalsi fazi se odlévaly negativni
dentacrylové protitlaky. U&astnici sympozia také samoziejmé
vyuZivali klasického ryteckého nacini - tedy rydel, sekacku,
tvarovych pilnik( a dalich. Vysledné rytiny se posléze pomoci lisu
vyrazily do slabého hlinikového plechu jako duta razba. Nékteré
vysledné razby byly kolorovany grafickymi barvami, coz pfijemné
ozivilo vysledny efekt. Patronem dilny se stala spole¢nost Lucid,
ktera ocenila hlavni cenou - stfibrnou pamétni medaili - praci
studentky Staatliche Berufsfachschule fiir Glas und Schmuck
zNeugablonz Daniely Vogler nazvanou ,,Gegenwartige Ferne®.



The Metal Engraving department of the High School of Applied
Arts and College of Art in Jablonec nad Nisou has had profound
experience in the field. Its own well-tested techniques and meth-
ods had also been put to use in the previous symposiums. Stu-
dents tried their hand at engraving by means of negative cutting
into Duraluminium matrices of a non-standard size (200 mm
in diameter) and used angle grinders with various cutting and
grinding wheels. In the next stage, the participants made nega-
tive-cast impressions using dental acrylic resin. Naturally, they
also worked with regular engraving implements, such as cleavers,
shape-forming files, and other equipment. The resulting engrav-
ings were then struck into thin aluminium sheets in the form of
hollow mintage. Some of the stamped pieces were coloured with
print paints, which gave the products a pleasing appearance.
The company by the name of Lucid became the studio’s patron.
The firm awarded the first prize - a silver commemorative medal -
to the artwork called Gegenwdrtige Ferne created by Daniela
Vonger, a student of the Staatliche Berufsfachschule fiir Glas
und Schmuck in Neugablonz.

Serigrafie | Serigraphy

Ateliér Grafického designu nabidl acastnikim seznameni
s technikou serigrafie, tedy vytvareni origindlnich uméleckych
grafickych listd pomoci sitotisku. Barevné kompozice vzesly
z autorskych navrhi Gcastnikd, v nékterych pfipadech vytvore-
nych soutisky az &tyf barev. Ugastnici prosli kompletni pFipravou
pro tisk véetné pripravy sit, osvitu, atd. Vysledné velkoplosné
grafické prace ve formatu A1 byly adjustovany do paspart a pfi-
praveny k prezentaci. Poprvé se Sympozia uméleckopriimyslo-
vych Skol ztG€astnili v rdmci dilny Serigrafie Zaci z polské Jeleni
Hory, (Liceum Plastycze w Zespole Szkét Rzemiost Artystycz-
nych im. Stanistawa Wyspianskiego, Jelenia Géra). Ocenéni
patrona dilny Tiskarny Irbis ziskala Anna Reberidkova ze Stfedni
uméleckopriimyslové Skoly a Vy$§i odborné Skoly v Jablonci
nad Nisou za serigrafii ,,Auro®.

The Graphic Design studio introduced the participants to the se-
rigraphy (silk-screen printing) technique, used for the production
of original, artistic prints. The students designed colour composi-
tions, using registers of up to four colours, in some cases. The at-
tendants were involved in the complete pre-print process, includ-
ing the preparation of screens, light exposure and so forth. The
resulting billboard-size, A1-format graphic works were mounted
and prepared for presentation. For the first time, students from
Jelenia Goéra (Liceum Plastycze w Zespole Szkét Rzemiost Arty-
stycznych im. Stanistawa Wyspianskiego, Jelenia Gora, Poland)
took part in the symposium’s Serigraphy studio. Tiskarny Irbis
(Irbis Printing House), the patron of this workshop, awarded Anna
Rebenakova, a student of the Jablonec school, a prize for her se-
rigraphy called Auro.
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Stredni uméleckoprimyslova Skola

a Vyssi odborna skola Turnov

The Secondary School of Applied Arts and the Higher Vocational School in Turnov

Rokem zaloZeni 1884 se fadi k vilbec nejstar§im uméleckopriimy-
slovym Skolam. Prvnimi femeslnymi obory bylo brouseni a ryti
drahych kameni a s nim souvisejici zasazovani kament do Sperk
- tedy vyuka oboru zlatnictvi a klenotnictvi. Po druhé svétové
valce se zadalo rozvijet plo$né a plastické ryti kovi. V tomto
oboru vznikaji tradiéni medaile a grafické listy. Obor uméleckého
kovarstvi azamecnictvivznikl vroce 1954. Zpocatku byl zaméren vy-
hradné na vyuku tradi¢niho ,,¢erného Femesla®, ale od 80. let minu-
lého stoleti ve zdejsi kovarné vznikaji originalni interiérové plastiky.
Nejmlads$im studijnim zamérenim je odlévani kovd, a to od
roku 1994. Turnovska $kola, tzv. ,,Sperkarna®, za dlouhou dobu
existence vychovala fadu skvélych vytvarniki a femeslniki. Mnozi
pokracovali dal na Akademii vytvarnych uméni v Praze a na Vysoké
Skole uméleckopriimyslové v Praze, néktefi se soustredili na stu-
dium designu na vysokych Skolach v Ostravé, Plzni ¢i Brné. Budouci
restauratofi kovli, minerald a organolitd studuji ve VSCHT v Praze.
0d roku 2001 mohou maturanti pokracovat v restaurovani kov,
minerald a organolitl na vy$si odborné skole zde v Turnové.

Founded in 1884, the school is the oldest applied arts schools in the
country. The first vocational fields of study were devoted to gem-cut-
ting and engraving and the setting of gemstones into jewellery; in
other words, to goldsmithing and jewellery-making. Planar and relief
metal engraving was introduced after World War Il. Traditional types of
medals and graphic sheets are produced in this department. A study
programme devoted to artistic metalwork and locksmithing was es-
tablished in 1954. Initially, the discipline focused strictly on training
students in the traditional blacksmithing craft. Since the 1980s, origi-
nal interior sculptures are produced at the school’s forge. Metal-cast-
ing, introduced in 1994, is the school’s youngest study specialization.
During its long existence, the Turnov school, nicknamed Sperkdrna (Jew-
ellery House), has trained agreat number of would-be accomplished art-
ists and crafts workers. Many of its graduates continued their studies at
the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague and the Academy of Arts, Architecture
and Design in Prague, while others turned to design taught at the univer-
sities in Ostrava, Pilsen and Brno. Future metal, mineral and organolite
conservationists (former students of the Turnov school) are currently en-
rolled in the College of Technology and Chemistry in Prague. From 2001,
the Turnov school’s graduates can continue their education in this field at
the Higher Vocational School in Turnov.

BrousSeni a ryti drahych kamen |
Gem cutting and engraving

Brouseni a ryti drahych kamen(i je nejstar$i umélecko-femeslny
obor SUPS a VOS Turnov. Studenti se v brusigské dilné seznamuji
s rdznymi technikami opracovani kamenti - napf. s rovinnym
i plastickym vybrusem, facetovym brousenim Sperkovych ka-
mend, s Fezanim a rytim kamenu (glyptikou) a dal$imi technikami
zu$lechtovani rGiznych druhd kamend. V ramci sympozia v brusic-
ské dilné pracovaly dvé zZakyné zturnovské Skoly advé ze Sukromnej
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Skoly uzitkového vytvarnictva v Kremnici. Téma ,,Horizonty“ pojaly
vSechny origindlnim zplsobem. Kombinovaly p¥irodni material
se syntetickym kamenem nebo s kovy zpracovanymi Sperkarskymi
technikami. Patronem brusi¢ské dilny byla turnovska firma Polpur
spol.sr.o. Patron vyzdvihl jako nejlepsi dilo drobnou plastiku Iryny
Lutsker ze SUPS aVOS Turnov, ale ocenény byly viechny G¢astnice
vtéto dilné.

This is the oldest applied arts discipline taught at the Turnov
school. In the gem-cutting studio, students learn the many differ-
ent techniques of stone-cutting and engraving, including flat and
relief cuts, gemstone faceting, stone engraving and carving (glyp-
tics) and other methods of decorating different kinds of stone. Dur-
ing the 2016 symposium, two students from the Turnov school and
two from the Private School of Applied Arts in Kremnica, Slovakia,
worked in the gem-cutting studio. All four attendants approached
the symposium’s central theme Horizons in an original fashion. They
combined organic materials with synthetic stones or with metals
decorated using jewellery-making techniques. The Turnov-based
company Polpur spol. s r.o. was the patron of this workshop. The
patron awarded the first prize to the small sculpture made by Iryna
Lutsker from the school in Turnov, and all the other participants
also received awards.

Zlatnictvi a stfibrnictvi | Gold- and silversmithing

Zlatnictvi a stfibrnictvi ma na poradajici Skole velmi dlouhou
tradici. Vyroba Sperkd je i nyni nejvétsi ¢asti odborné pfipravy
naSUPS avOS Turnov, kterd vramci sympozia ve zlatnickych dilnach
poskytla zazemi pro ¢tyfi Zakyné ze t¥i riznych $kol. K leto$nimu
tématu si studentky privezly hotové navrhy, dle kterych vznikaly
béhem Sesti dnli rozmanité Sperky z mosazi nebo stfibra, dopl-
néné napriklad muslemi, kreslenym foliovanym papirem, sklem
a smaltem. Kromé nahrdelnikid byla vytvorena i mala ,.knihovna®“.
Soubor Sperk( s ndzvem ,,Zatméni mésice” od Barbory Lagové,
zakyn& SUPS a VOS Turnov, byl ocenén patronem dilny Druz-
stvem umélecké vyroby Granat Turnova, zastoupenym predsedou
Ing. Pavlem Tvrznikem a designérem Milanem Hejralem.



Gold- and silversmithing has had a long tradition at the Turnov
school. Jewellery-making continues to be the focus of the school's
specialized training. In the context of the symposium, the school
provided its facilities in the goldsmithing workshops to students
from three different schools. Within six days, the students, who
had brought with them their final designs reflecting the symposi-
um’s theme, created an array of brass or silver jewellery, comple-
mented by such materials as shells, laminated picture-drawn pa-
per, glass and enamel. Besides necklaces, asmall “bookshelf” was
made. The jewellery collection called Zatméni mésice (Eclipse of
the Moon) by Barbora Lagova, a student of Turnov’s school, won
a prize from the workshop’s patron - the Art Production Cooper-
ative Granat Turnova, represented by its chairman Pavel Tvrznik
and art designer Milan Hejral.

Kovarska a zamecnicka dilna |
Blacksmith’s and locksmith’s workshop

Vytvoreni uméleckého dila nékterou z kovarskych a zdmecnic-
kych technik se vénovalo 5 Zaku z rGznych Skol. PfestoZe se jedna
o fyzicky ndro€nou prdaci, nebyli tentokrat vybrani jen mladi
a krasni muzi, ale i jedna plGvabna divka. Vichni u¢astnici si p¥i-
vezli jiz hotové navrhy a modely, podle kterych, po konzultaci
s vytvarnikem a dilenskym ucitelem, ve velmi kratké dobé pfi-
vedli sva dila na svét. Patronem a Stédrym sponzorem dilny se jiz
tradi¢né stal pan Ing. Marco Kyncl, viceprezident Komeréni slé-
varny v Turnové. Patronem byla ocenéna tato dila: na 1. misté
,Mirage*-DavidaCertanského,na2.mist&, Okrajinomalbe“-Jakuba
Sulika, oba ze Sikromné $koly GZitkového vytvarnictva v Kremnici,
a 3. misto za dilo ,,Cerna dira“ obsadila Barbora Josifova ze SUPS
a VoS vJablonci nad Nisou.

Five students from different schools explored the various black-
and locksmithing techniques. Although this generally involves
physically demanding work, this time not only handsome young
men were chosen to attend this workshop, but also one charming
young girl. After consultations with the art designer and work-
shop’s instructor, the participants set to work, basing their crea-
tions on their finished designs and models that they had brought
with them to the symposium. As on the previous occasions, Marco
Kyncl, the vice-president of the Commercial Foundry in Turnov,
once again became this workshop’s patron and generous sponsor.
The patron awarded prizes to the following participants and their
creations: First Prize for Mirage to David Certansky, Second Prize
for O krajinomalbé (On Landscape Painting) to Jakub Sulik (both
are students of the Private School of Applied Arts in Kremnica,
Slovakia) and Third Prize for Cernd dira (Black Hole) to Barbora
Josifova, a student of the High School of Applied Arts and the Col-
lege of Art in Jablonec nad Nisou.
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Stredni skola remesel a sluzeb Jablonec nad Nisou

The Secondary School of Crafts and Services of Jablonec nad Nisou

Stredni Skola Femesel a sluzeb vznikla v padesatych letech
minulého stoleti plvodné jako udilisté pro vyuku tradiénich
sklaFskych a bizuternich femesel. Skola v priibéhu let prodélala
mnozstvi transformaci, zmén a stéhovani. Po roce 1989 byl
zkolaudovan novy aredl ve Smetanové ulici, kde toto vzdélavaci
zafizeni naslo novy domov. Skola disponuje mimo jiné také
domovem mladeze, velkou Skolni jidelnou a sportovnim arealem.
Dnes $kola nabizi Siroké mnoZstvi obord, jak uz nazev napovida,
predevsim z oblasti femesel a sluzeb.

Founded in the 1950s, the Secondary School of Crafts and Ser-
vices was initially a vocational school for traditional glass and
jewellery crafts. Throughout its existence, the school under-
went a great many transformations, changes and relocations.
After 1989, a new complex of buildings was refurbished on Sme-
tanova Street in Jablonec nad Nisou, where this educational es-
tablishment later found its new home. The school also has its
own student dormitories, a large school dining hall and sports
grounds. Today, as its name suggests, the school offers a range
of study programmes devoted to crafts and services.

Stfibrnictvi — netradi¢ni materialy |
Silversmithing — unconventional materials

V dilné specializované na vyrobu Sperk( a biZuterie z drahych
i obecnych kovl byl pouze jeden muZsky acastnik, ktery vsak
jisté nelitoval, nebot mél kolem sebe Sest sympatickych dévéat.
K dispozici méli dobfe vybavenou dilnu, ve které mohli realizovat
své navrhy tradi¢nimi zlatnickymi technikami vétSinou ve stfibre
v kombinaci s netradi¢nimi materidly (sklo, kdmen, plast, zrcadlo,
specialni hmoty, apod.) a origindlnim zpracovanim. Hned od za-
¢atku se vytvorila vyborna parta, ve které nebyla nouze o legraci,
ale ivzajemnou kolegialni pomoc. VSichni G€astnici byli velice dobre
pFipraveni ze svych domovskych Skol, a tak bylo zajimavé sledovat,
jak si stématem Horizonty poradili ajak pfistoupili k realizaci.

Sara Fridrichova pojala svou praci jako horizont ¢asu postupnym
sklddanim jednotlivych ¢&asti hodinek az k vyslednému celku,
Jana Richtrova vytvorila svoje Sperky jako horizonty uméni,
kde do jednotlivych kruhovych ¢&asti zakomponovala obrazy
znamych malifl, nejmladsi UGcastnici - teprve Sestnactiletou
EliSku Stranskou inspirovaly siluety no¢nich mést k vytvoreni sady
broZzi a ndusnic. Pavla Krejéova pFisla na napad pro svij objekt pfi
pohledu z okna, a tento motiv zpracovala do podoby stFibrného
kalendéare, pro ktery pouzila i dalsi netradi¢ni material - zrcatko.
Marie Vachova vidéla svoje horizonty barevné, nebot vytvofila
Sperk - bryle za pouZiti barevnych plastd, kde se barvy daji
ménit podle nalady. Eva Lednova hledala pro svij Sperk inspiraci
v pfirodé prekryvajicimi se barevnymi horizonty, které zpracovala
do podoby zavésu. Lukd$ Polma vytvofil origindlni stojanek na
vizitky za pouziti kamenl a ru¢né dekorované médi evokujici
prirodni horizonty.
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Posledni den prace navstivili dilnu i patroni dilen - pan Vladimir
Hejral (Vladimir Hejral Kov aSperk) a pan Milan Ulbrych (Zlatnictvi
Ulbrych), ktefi si prohlidli hotové prace, diskutovali se studenty
anékteré na zavér ocenili vécnymi i finanénimi dary.

Velky dik patfi také udcitelce odborného vycviku pani Hané
Novotné, kterd svymi radami i osobitym Sarmem pfispéla
k pohodové atmosfére celého tydne Sympozia.

Only one male student attended this workshop, specializing
in jewellery and glass jewellery made of precious and base met-
als. He must certainly have enjoyed the pleasant company of his
six female colleagues. In this well-equipped workshop, the stu-
dents realized their designs, mostly in silver, using traditional
jewellery-making techniques, combined with inventive workman-
ship and the use of unconventional materials (glass, stone, plas-
tics, mirrors, special materials, and so on). From the beginning,
a congenial, fun-loving team had formed, always ready to help
each other. All the participants were well prepared from their own
schools, which made it interesting to watch how they approached
the Horizons theme and executed their works.

Sara Fridrichova perceived her assignment as atime horizon, sys-
tematically arranging individual parts of watches into a finished
composition. Jan Richtrova created her jewellery so as to convey
the idea of horizons of art, setting paintings by distinguished art-
ists into independent circular sections. For her set of brooches
and earrings, the youngest participant - the sixteen-year-
old Eliska Stranska - found inspiration in cityscapes by night.



Pavla Krej¢ova had come up with an idea for her work when look-
ing out of the window, and she worked this motif into the form of
asilver calendar, using another unconventional material - a small
mirror. Marie Vachova saw her horizons in colours, creating an
eye-glasses type of jewellery with the use of coloured plastics,
in which the colours were interchangeable depending on their
wearer’s mood. Eva Lednovd’s jewellery reflected her inspiration
in nature; the artist fashioned her overlapping colour horizons
into a pendant. Luka$ Polma created an original visiting cards
stand, employing stone pieces and hand-decorated copper evoc-
ative of horizons in landscapes.

On the last day of their work, the workshop’s patrons visited the
premises - Vladimir Hejral (Vladimir Hejral Metal and Jewellery)
and Milan Ulbrych (Ulbrych Goldsmith’s Shop), who inspected
the finished products, talked with the students and, in the end,
granted gifts and financial awards to some of the students for
their artworks.

Sincere thanks go to Hana Novotna, the workshop’s instructor,
whose untiring advice and personal charm contributed to the
pleasant atmosphere during the whole week of the symposium.

Saturday, September 17:
The festive opening of the symposium

On Friday evening, the participants in the Fifth Symposium
of Schools of Applied Arts of the Liberec Region began arriving at
the place of their accommodation. The seventy-eight young artists
were divided into sixteen art workshops; six of them had come
from Slovakia (Sukromna Skola Gzitkového vytvarnictva Kremnica;
Strednd odborna Skola sklarska Lednické Rovne), six from Poland
(Liceum Plastycze w Zespole Szkét Rzemiost Artystycznych im.
Stanistawa Wyspiariskiego) and six from Germany (Staatliche
Berufsfachschule fiir Glas und Schmuck Neugablonz - Durerweg,
Staatliche Berufsbildungszentrum fiir Glas Zwiesel).

On Saturday, all participants met at the Municipal Theatre
in Zelezny Brod to attend the symposium's festive opening.
The opening ceremony was also attended by representatives of
the individual schools and organizing institutions, and invited

guests. Like at the previous symposiums, the programme was

emceed by Oldfich Palata, an art historian and curator of the North
Bohemian Museum in Liberec. The event was accompanied by the
music performance of an original band of percussionists called
ARIES. After the introductory speech given by Mr. Palata followed
the welcoming speeches of Martin Pidta, Governor of the Liberec
Region, under whose auspices the symposium was held, and Alena
Losovd, a member of the Liberec Region’s council and head of
the Department of Education, Youth, Physical Education, Sports
and Employment. Eva Bartoriovd, who had initiated and founded
the symposium in 2004, also came to welcome the participants.
Introductory speeches were also delivered by Premysl Sobotka,
the first vice-chairman of the Senate of the Parliament of the Czech
Republic, FrantiSek Lufinka, Mayor of 2elezny Brod, who invited
those present to visit the town’s ongoing programme called Sklenéné
méstecko 2016 (Glass Town 2016), and Libor Dolezal, director of
the High School of Glassmaking in Zelezny Brod, on behalf of all the
directors of the applied arts schools participating in the symposium.

Following other official presentations, the Fifth Symposium
of Schools of Applied Arts was declared open. Before the young
artists’ departures to their respective workshops, they were
invited to a lavish buffet.

First work, then have fun, one might say as most of the sym-
posium’s attendants took part in a variety of evening activities.
They also visited the town’s environs, and local museums and gal-
leries, and went on excursions to companies whose output was
related to the symposium’s specialized workshops.

Its cultural programme
was enriched by the talented, eleven-year-old violinist Daniel
Matej¢a and the piano trio consisting of Liberec’s elementary-school
pupils and children attending the Jabloriova art school. On behalf
of the Liberec Region, its Vice-Governor Hana Maierova, the head
of the Department of Tourism, Heritage Protection and Culture, and
the city councillor Alena Losova extended their thanks to all the
participants, patrons, organizing institutions and especially all the
teachers and instructors. At the very end of the closing ceremony, the
ribbon was cut and visitors spilled into the museum’s halls exhibiting
the artworks created by the students, who had attended the 2016
symposium.
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
